


New Tasks Pane: located beside the Log Window in FracSIS Professional 5.0 is the new Tasks pane. From 
here, you can create a task to run at a later time. For example, you can set up a series of large import jobs as 
tasks, and run them when more processing power is available, such as during a lunch break or overnight.
At the moment, tasks include importing and exporting data, but we plan to add other common data 
management options to the Tasks pane in future releases.

Drawing in Section Views: you can 
combine these powerful tools to make 
drawing multiple lines across sections quick 
and easy. Create a section and draw a line. 
Click the Move/Copy Line tool and click the 
line you wish to copy. Right-click and select 
Copy Line. Click the line again to make a 
copy - the copy will appear as a dashed line. 
Click one of the navigate section buttons to 
advance the section and click in the section 
where you wish to place the new line. Repeat 
stepping and clicking in the Section to add 
more lines. When you are finished copying 
lines, press Esc to end.
